Seventy 
members named by the pope, who 
represent different branches of 
biomedical sciences and those which 
are closely linked with problems 
concerning the promotion and 
defense of life, belong to the  
academy.

     The annual Minnesota FoodShare Campaign is just around the corner…the 
goal for the 2010 March Campaign is 12 million pounds and dollars.   
     People using food shelves do not make enough income to cover their basic 
needs.  Low wages without benefits, child care expenses, skyrocketing housing 
and energy costs, and high out-of-pocket medical expenses make working 
families and the elderly vulnerable to hunger. Unfortunately, more Minnesota 
families than ever need our help. 
     2009 food shelf usage was record breaking with an overall increase of 25% 
which translates into over 500,000 more visits, or close to 2.8 million visits 
statewide. 
      During the Month of March you are invited to bring non-perishable items 
to Mass every weekend to help keep the S.T.E.P. food shelves stocked.  Let’s 
help Minnesota FoodShare meet their goal!
